
This chart guides you step-by-step through the whole process, starting with the IDS intake session and finishing with the driving licence. In 
your situation some items may be irrelevant, optional or have already been taken care of. The coloured ARROWS indicate the following:

■ RED = Compulsory & done by you ■ BLACK = extra info

Registration with the IDS is required before you can 
make full use of all our services:

e.g. discounts on driving lessons/courses, driving test 
time slots and coverage by our collective insurance 
policy. Register with our driving school by  printing & 
filling  out this form from this link: 

Be sure that you can read a 
car’s registration plate at a 
distance of about 25 metres
(wearing glasses or contact 
lenses is no obstacle).

Prior to any driving (pre-)test the 
examiner will require you to do 
the same.

!! For all tests you will need a 
valid (Dutch) form of ID !!

If you can answer all the 
questions with a “NO”, you 
ONLY have to date & sign this 
Form. 

If any question is answered with 
a “YES” then a GP will have to 
be consulted.

The Dutch driving licence is applied for 
at your (Local) Municipality the day 
AFTER your driving test & in any case 
WITHIN 6 months.

You can then collect this AFTER 5 week-
days or pay a surcharge enabling receipt 
the next day.

Remember that the licence can ONLY be 
issued after you have been a RESIDENT 
for 185 days.

ID-Requirements

Make sure that you are 
a Dutch resident; you 
should be registered
with the (Local) 
Municipality in which 
town/city you reside.

You will also require a 
Citizen’s Service  
(a “BSN” or “SoFi”) or 
a Pro-Pass number..

You will need to present your passport & your rental contact; 
if you are sub-renting a letter of approval from the 
sub-renting party will also be required. 

Note: citizens of EU & EEA member states & Switzerland do 
not require a Dutch Residence Permit; residents from other 
countries will de required to physically be in the possession 
of 
and be able to show a valid Dutch Residence Permit.
